o Receives over 600 referrals per month 

 Care for our community through preventative health screenings and immunizations:  
o Provides over 150,000 seasonal flu shots 
o Supports our local public health to provide H1N1 vaccinations 
o Works with HealthFair11 on several community health-related projects 

 
Each year we need support from organizations like yours to fill the gap, and to sustain our efforts to 
serve those in need. MVNA raises over one-million dollars to support care for those in-need each 
year.
